118 ml chilled Solms-Astor Delta Cape Jazz Shiraz 

1 tsp sugar 

1 tsp fresh lemon juice 

59 ml chilled soda water 

 

Dissolve the sugar in the lemon juice and add the water in a large wine glass. Add 

crushed ice and pour the Cape Jazz Shiraz wine. Stir gently. Garnish with an orange 

slice and serve.

Gillian Mitchell’s Chilled Chilli Jazz 
 

2 (generous) tots of Vodka 

1 medium Chilli 

Juice of half a lime 

Salt (pink would be good) 

Chilled Cape Jazz Shiraz  

Lightly rim two champagne flutes with salt (dip glass in water first) 

Remove pits from chilli and chop 

Bash lime juice and chilli to release flavours 

Shake Vodka, lime juice and chilli in cocktail shaker over ice. 

Divide between champagne flutes 

Top up with Cape Jazz Shiraz 

Sip through the salt. 



Dylan van Eijkeren’s  Cape Shiraz Rosemary Jazz 

 

Some crushed ice 

1 orange wheel 

3 fresh rosemary leaves 

30 ml Grand Marnier 

120 ml Cape Shiraz Jazz 

1 sprig fresh rosemary 

Muddle orange wheel and rosemary leaves in the bottom of a mixing glass. 

Add Grand Marnier and shake with ice. 

Strain into a champagne coupe or low glass. 

Top with Cape Shiraz Jazz. 

Garnish with the sprig of fresh rosemary.
