Afternoon Academic Programme:

During the first week of the month, the children

were able to bring their school work and study,
while others caught up with outstanding worksheets. The 2nd week was “Exam Week ” -+
exam papers based on the 3R ’s curriculum for each grade were given to each child to
complete. “Reading week ” followed: the reading ability and comprehension of what is
read was individually tested. At the end of the term, each child is given a formal report
based on their exam and reading assessment. In addition to the exams, the older children
discussed HIV/Aids in response to International Aids Day held on 1 December. All children

designed a poster illustrating their understanding of the topic.

INSPIRED FROM THE PAST, FASHIONED IN THE PRESENT

Karri: honey fermented beverage of the indigenous Khoekhoen

Soon to be released under our Solms-Delta label is a fermented beverage that has nothing to do with grapes, but everything to

do with honey and indigenous plants. Solms-Delta Karri (also known as mead) - an experiment by our winemaker Hilko - is a

natural mead brewing process fermented from honey.

Throughout history, wherever there were abundant bees, mead was
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made. There was once a healthy population of bees in Europe, but
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this is no longer the case. European honey is now scarce and mead is Solms-Delta honey fermented beverat® 4 <y
harri .
no longer produced on a large scale. Mead has become a novelty | bever® M| emaker ol el | —

drink in Europe, a talking point. Moreover, most European meads are R

sweetly unsophisticated, although there are some outstanding ex-

ceptions in England, Poland, France, Germany and Slovenia.

In Africa, mead is consumed in vast quantities. African honey is har-
vested from wild or semi-wild hives and is rich in pollen and debris,
which is perfect for mead making. There are many types of African
mead, unique to each nation. But most African mead is sold for im-
mediate consumption; sophisticated marketing channels are not well devel-
oped. The most famous African meads are the 7e/and Meis of Ethiopia and the
/Qhilika of the Xhosa people of South Africa. /Quilika is also called /Qiri, and
probably derives from the X ’ar/ of the nomadic Khoe and San people, from
whom the Xhosa derived their click language. Similarly, the mead of the Tswana
nation is called Ahad/.

The word X “ar/ was corrupted to Karri by people who could not pronounce facel 53

the click. The word derives from the name of a tree which flowers early in
Spring, producing the first pollen, and thus heralding the first honey of the sea-
son. The Karri Solms-Delta mead is produced according to traditional African
methods, but under modern hygienic conditions. It is also matured for 8
months in seasoned French oak barrels and infused with indigenous herbs such

as buchu.
